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General Requirements on

Senior Project Proposal
Project Proposal must be prepared in both report format and presentation format.  The report format of the proposal must include the following items.

General Guideline on Report Format

1. Cover Page


Student must include his/her name, his/her ID number, and his/her major on the page.  Student must include the Topic of his/her senior research, the name of his/her advisor, the date of the proposal, and the revision number of the report.

2. Table of Content page

3. Introduction/Background 


Student must introduce why the particular topic has been chosen.  He/she must give some background on the project or related topic that lead to the current choice of the project.  

4. Objectives / Expected Outcome


Student must state the objectives of the project clearly.  Student must also state what the expected outcome of the project is.  The reader should know immediately if they are to expect just the design, the computational model, or the actual working hardware out of this project.
5. Scope of Work


Student must narrowly define the scope of work on the project.  Student should indicate clearly on what to do and what is out of the scope.

6. Methodology


Student must outline his/her approach to finishing the project, including his/her research methodology. 

7. Timeline

Student must include a Gantt chart listing all activities within the projects as well as the responsible team member (if any) for the particular tasks.

General Guideline on Presentation Format

Your must prepare a short presentation for the project proposal and submit the soft file (must be in ppt or pdf format) to ISE along with the hardcopy of the proposal.
